MALIBU FOUNDATION’S

ADOPT-A-BEACH SCHOOL ASSEMBLY PROGRAM

This comprehensive environmental education program is designed to motivate children to care about the beaches, oceans and neighborhoods.  The program utilizes a very basic teaching model that shows a person something they love, shows how it is being damaged and gives them something to do about it.

The 45 minute assembly presents about 100 slides of happy fish and animals in clean water and then shows them tangled in the plastic, nets and debris. The slides show how the beaches and oceans get dirty by highlighting the storm drain connection. “Hands-On” opportunities to make a difference are available by recycling, reducing litter and cleaning up the neighborhoods and beaches. 

The Malibu Foundation coordinates an annual Kid’s Adopt-A-Beach Clean-Up in celebration of Ocean Day in May.  The California Coastal Commission, the City of Los Angeles Stormwater Program and the California Regional Water Quality Control Board support the program in Los Angeles. The program also runs in 5 other cities through support of the Coastal Commission’s Whale Tail License Plate Fund.

The program emphasizes that clean beaches and oceans start with clean neighborhoods. 

Students are motivated to develop academic skills when they are part of something that is RELEVANT and INTERACTIVE with "HANDS-ON" REAL WORLD EXPERIENCE.  The program provides a framework to refresh a desire to learn and raise overall achievement.

This assembly also utilizes READING and LITERACY techniques:

· Repetition.

· New Vocabulary.

· Definition and Repeat.

· Review Main Idea.

· Cause and Effect.

· Audience Participation.

To date the Malibu Foundation has presented the Assembly Program over 2000 times to 425,000 children. Over 46,000 kids have participated in the last 12 annual Kid’s Adopt-A-Beach Clean-Ups.
